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GREEN JUSTICE 

The Green Justice Team held its first meeting since the Living Green Festival on April 22nd, to assess who is 

interested in participating, what is being done, and what needs planning.) Following is a brief report. 
 

The one seasonal topic that needs explaining right now is the compost service provided by Farmer Pirates 

which maintains a collection bin in the parking lot to the left of the handicapped parking  area. This service is 

by subscription only. When the weather is above freezing, a combination lock is put on the bin. For a $10 

monthly fee, a lock code is provided to access the bin for adding scraps. The church kitchen does this with the 

Sunday scraps only. The status of UU Amherst is that of a site host, a Neighborhood Drop Off Spot. Farmer  

Pirates runs the service, collects membership fees, and distributes the compost in the spring. For more infor-

mation, see their website, farmerpirates.com. 
 

For Town of Amherst residents, they can compost for free at the Town Highway Department on North Forest, 

so Farmer Pirates would probably appeal more to residents of other towns/cities. If anyone is interested in 

buying compost without signing up as a member, it is available for pre-order and pick up now through June

CARING FOR ONE ANOTHER RECIPES    Provided by Christine Boczarska and Faith Pham  

Christine Boczarska and Faith Pham are sisters and dedicated members of our Caring For One Another 

group. They provide occasional meals to UU Amherst members on an as-needed basis. With the meal they  

generally include a “goodie bag” and a card on behalf of the Caring Group. Each month you’ll find one of their 

healthy recipes here in The Foreword often incorporating fresh vegetables and even gluten-free.  

 

This is not a recipe as such but some notes on cooking.   
 

Chicken is a favorite for many people.  When you are cooking a whole 

chicken, to get crispy skin, roast the bird at 400 degrees F for 20 

minutes and then lower the temperature to 350 degrees F to finish 

the bake.  

 

As with any meat, seasoning is essential to get a tasty result. A simple 

rub, inside and out with Bells or any poultry seasoning works well. Or, 

simply rub on salt, pepper and a cut lemon. You can then place the 

lemon inside the bird and even add your choice of spice to roast the 

chicken. Even if you stuff the bird and bake it, seasoning it beforehand is needed for the best flavor. As we 

age we lose some of our sense of taste so this ensures that the food does not lack flavor. 
 

Cranberry sauce is a great accompaniment to chicken as well as other fowl and meats, but if you don’t have 

it on hand, rhubarb also works well.  It is cooked just like fresh cranberries- 2 to 3 cups of raw rhubarb,  

1/2 cup of sugar and 1/2 cup of water cooked in a pot on low heat until it is completely soft produces a 

sweet/tart sauce to accompany your meat. Lemon curd also works well with meats. If commercial lemon curd 

it too sweet for you just add some lemon juice to it. 
 

Cooking a steak had been a challenge for me until I read James Beard’s method. Using a heavy skillet, ridged 

if possible, heat until red hot. Then lightly sprinkle on some salt and add your well trimmed steak. Trimming is 

needed to prevent smoking when you cook the meat. With the heat still on high, sear the steak for about 2 to 

3 minutes on each side, then turn the heat down to medium and cook to your desired doneness. Seven 

minutes per side results in a medium cooked steak.
